AUG 10 REIJGIONS RESPGNDING TO ESC{-\LA11NG |

Follpwlng the bomblngs of leoshlmo and Nagasaki, the Doomsday Clock
was originally set as 7 minutes to midnight at the end in 1947, After escalating -
forward 18 times and being set back 8 times, we are now the closest to
midnight since the dawn of the atomic/nuclear age, with the Bulletin of
Atomic Scientists in January 2025, announcing humanlt\/s total destruction
as a mere 89 seconds away!

The focus in this session is on thé four nations W|th nuclear weapons in the
Asia-Pacific region, in the context of the escalating threat of the use of
nuclear weapons cmong the seven nations with nuclear arsenals. A panel of
political and strategic experts will analyse this rising threat, exploring the
rising tensions among the nuclear—ormed nations, including the two current
active theatres of war.
